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Community Based Revitalization Plan of Old Down Town Area
with Residents’ Participation

-Focusing on Jemulpo Station Northern Area in Incheon City-
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Abstract

The decline of the old down town area that was the basis of the former economy, society,
and culture is accelerating because new down town area is developed in the outer side of
the original city center due to industrial structure changes and increase of city population.
The government has supported the activation of city regeneration to prevent this phenomena
but as the activation of city regeneration was planned with the focus to large size
construction projects and due to the lack of budget and business value it faced many
difficulties. Therefore this research suggested a community based old down town area
activation with the residents and community groups instead of old down town area
development focused on reconstruction and redevelopment for the original city center of
Incheon, Nothern Jemulpo Station of Incheon. The research method was first to analyze the
research area usage status and residents' participation condition through positive research
after preceding research conclusions of original city center activation and government/regional
support business. Then the research suggested the community based old down town area
regeneration plan of station area of Jemulpo with the basis of resident participation by
integrating the analysis results.
